INTERNATIONAL CHRISTIAN LEGAL SCHOLARS’ SYMPOSIUM - October 10 & 11
The Scholar’s Calling 
Professors from around the world will gather at the 6th Annual Christian Legal Scholars’ Symposium to discuss the vocation 
of the Christian legal scholar and its implications for teaching and practice.

The Symposium will begin Friday with a luncheon address on “Christian Vocation.”  After lunch, a panel of international legal 
scholars will share their vocational stories, illustrating the depth and breadth of God’s global work in and through the law.  We 
will spend the remainder of Friday afternoon and a full session Saturday morning addressing the topic of jurisprudence.  We will 
discuss how various theories of the nature of law inform our teaching, and, in addition, how such theories have consequences 
for our responses to practical issues, such as church-state conflicts and diverse threats to life-affirming culture.

Participants may register for the Symposium ONLY, which includes Friday lunch and dinner + Saturday breakfast, for $200.  
Those who register for the full CLS Conference may also attend the Scholars’ Symposium, but must specifically register in 
order to attend the Keynote Luncheon ($40).

Registration Notes
Note 1:  The status of your membership at the time of 
registration on October 9, 2008 determines your registration 
fee.  Those attending law school or undergraduate school 
full time are considered “Students.”
Note 2:  When both spouses are either attorneys, law 
students, or associates, the spouse with the higher 
registration fee must register and the other need only pay 
the spouse fee. (e.g., if one spouse is an attorney and the 
other spouse is a law student, then the attorney registers 
at the attorney fee and the student registers at the spouse 
fee).  Advocates Delegate Sponsors may include spouse 
in lieu of double occupancy.
Note 3:   Christian Legal Scholars’ Symposium ONLY—
includes Friday lunch & dinner + Saturday breakfast.   
Conference + Symposium adds the Friday lunch. 

Transportation
The Hyatt is located 5.2 miles from Reagan National Airport 
and 27.2 miles from Dulles International Airport and 30 
miles from Baltimore Washington International Airport.  
Options to get to the hotel:  
1.  Washington Reagan National Airport

Super Shuttle: fare is approximately $13
Taxi: Taxis are available outside the baggage claim 
area. Fare is approx. $14-$18 (10-20 mins.)
Metro Subway:  Take the YELLOW line from the airport 
to the Gallery Place/Chinatown stop.  Transfer to the 
RED line to Union Station (2nd stop).  The Union 
Station Metro stop is located three blocks from the 
hotel.  Fare is approx. $1.35-$1.75 (20-25 mins.)

2.  Washington Dulles International
Taxi: Taxis are available on the lower level outside 
baggage claim.  Fare is approx. $60-$80 (50-60 min) 
Super Shuttle:  Fare is approx. $26 one way ($9 for 
additional passengers in same party). 

3.  Baltimore Washington International
Taxi: Taxis are available on the lower level outside 
baggage claim.  Fare is approximately $63 (1 hour)
MARC TRAIN:  This is a commuter train from BWI to 
Union Station, which is three blocks from the hotel.  
Approximate cost is $7 one way. The MARC train runs 
weekdays only.
